PHASE I

Phase I of the Riverwalk begi;:(s at the
Green Street bridge with a streét crossing
and a gazebo on the east side of the
street. The brick payer pathway
continues east past the site of the
Curtis Commercial project and the
McHenry Villa to the Riverwalk Place
Townhomes. At the townhomes the
pathway transitions to a composite wood
walkway that cantilevers over the water.
The most important
feature of Phase I, the new pedestrian
bridge, can be found \at the townhome
project and spans the creek to connect to
Riverside Drive. The bridge creates a
link between two of the downtown
districts that, in the past, may have
seemed isolated from one another..
